Have you ever read in the news about groups of hikers or
climbers that have been rescued after having been
stranded out in the middle of nowhere? Did you wonder
how they survived or how rescuers found the survivors?
The Basic Mountain Travel & Rescue is a course
designed to teach the basics of traveling, surviving, and
rescue techniques in the backcountry. This class will
teach you about proper clothing and gear, extrication
rescue techniques, map & compass skills, search &
rescue, nutrition for the backcountry, and survival skills.

You can attend the classroom session in the South at
Perfect North Slopes on Saturday, December 16th or the
classroom session in the North on Saturday, January 6th
at Malabar Farm. Both the classroom sessions will start at
8:00am and go till about 4:30pm. On the weekend of
January 27/28th, the field session will take place at
Mohican State Park. The field session will start at 8:00am
on Saturday and run throughout the day, followed by a
camp out that evening and wrap up with a live search &
rescue operation on Sunday morning, using all the skills
that have just been learned. The course should be
completed by noon on Sunday, the 28th. The cost of the
course is $25 includes the $19.50 Mountain Travel &
Rescue book.
