What’s Happening, a Na-
tional Office Perspective
Steve Over, NSP Executive Direc-
tor, summarized the changes at the
National Office affecting NSP
members.  Some of the highlights:
  The 4th edition of the OEC

Manual, released in late July, has been very
well accepted as a good value at the current
$49.50 member price.  NSP, committed to a
minimum of 30 thousand copy sales, has al-
ready shipped over 6000 and the publisher,
Jones and Bartlett, has distributed 11,000 for
re-sales.   After inspecting it, patrollers like the
manual and many patrols have ordered cop-
ies for their entire membership.  The new
instructor’s Manual and Student workbook are
available.  Soon we are promised the CD ROM
instructors tool kit and a Test Bank and on-line
student support at www.OECzone.com  (not
available as Sep 20).
  As Ed Humphrey pointed out, the DOT es-
tablishes the EMT-Basic Standard Curriculum,
which OEC follows, therefore a 5th edition can
be expected in about 5 years.  In the mean-
time, NSP plans to keep the membership cur-
rent with the Instructors bulletin POINTERS,
articles in SKI PATROL magazine (SPM) and
increasingly, with items posted on
www.NSP.org.
  The NSP website has been upgraded and
along with the instructors web site
www.patrol.org has become very extensive with
its public and members only sides.  For the
latest news on the patroller side click “What’s
New”.  At the most popular feature, you can
download nearly every NSP form; the current
Policies and Procedures, archived articles from
SPM, Patrol Officers Bulletins, and the NSP
catalog (just mailed to members).  On-line
catalog orders now comprise 50% of all sales
and the closeout sale items are very good
bargains.  You can track the UPS delivery of
your order through the web site, check you
personal record and change your address,
phone number and email address as needed.
The site is still expanding its services with plans
for direct registrations, automated course re-
quests, downloadable continuing education

  NSP continues to market to industry at trade shows, the NSI
show and other venues. The most successful program, by far,
has been with Subaru.  Since its inception, patrollers have pur-
chased over 3300 Subarus.  With the new VIP program you
can usually get the very best price without even negotiating
with dealers.   PSIA has a similar successful program.  NSP
members also benefit from other liaison programs with indus-
try.
  NSP, along with the rest of the skiing industry, is concerned
with the flat or even slightly declining season skier ticket sales.
Part of the problem is demographic.  Skiers are aging and there
is a sharp decline in attendance among those in their  mid-60s.
Were not for the younger snowboarders, now at 29.2 % of all
ticket sales, this decline would be acutely felt.  Snowboard at-
tendance is growing at an annual rate of 6.8%.  NSAA has
identified the high (85%) beginner drop out rate as the biggest
problem to industry growth.  There are many reasons, e.g. our
society’s time poverty, growth of passive entertainment, obe-
sity, greenhouse weather, rental equipment problems, lack of
individual tailored instruction, etc.  New beta test programs are
being tried at areas across the country to find ways to reverse
the present trends.

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Central Division Meeting -Continued from page 1
ness.  Last season there were 6172 patrollers in the Central
Division. Of these, 604 were new members.  The Division bud-
get went about $500 in the red last season, however there are
ample reserves.  A discussion on patrol property ownership
and reasonable cash reserves policies was driven by IRS regu-
lations.  In summary, patrols should avoid ownership of  build-
ings and motorized vehicles.  Patrol reserves should be justi-
fied by a budget program that identifies expenditure goals and
fund raisers that generate the necessary revenues.  Reserves
usually should never exceed an annual budget.
  Other Division business included plans to serve the South
Western Region until it can find a candidate for Region Direc-
tor.  Tom Worley presented an interim report on a task force on
leadership development.  Since the abolishment of PES, there
is no education program for developing patrol leadership.  An
initial survey of needs for leadership development education
produced inconclusive results. The task force  will try again to
develop a set of program requirements. At the conclusion, on
Sunday, Ron Plumer complimented the board on their team-
work.  He envisioned great opportunities for the NSP and the
Division, especially if they do not constrain themselves by old
ways of thinking.  He thanked them again for a good meeting,
the Ohio Region for a great party and is looking forward to the
next fall division meeting in Minneapolis.
