You should make sure and 
thank those that spend the time and in most cases, their 
own money, to help bring these training events and 
clinics to you.

The Division and National awards that are 
received by Ohio Region people and organizations is 
proof.  Thanks to everyone for their great efforts, and 
letôs all remember to have FUN while doing the things 
we love in patrolling.

    Whatôs New?
Refreshers are completed, ski swaps wrapped up, 

shifts have been scheduled, registrations ý led 
with NSP and fees paid.  Even as we enjoy the last 
good autumn days, we hope for a good and long 
snow season ý lled with many good boarding and 
skiing runs.

The 
ñhandbookò is backed by an extensive series of in-
structor-evaluator workshops at division and region 
levels to standardize Senior Manual requirements 
implementation across the entire Central Division.  
Many of these workshops are available to candidates 
as pre-clinic training events.

   Ohio Region candidates may not notice many 
changes in the requirements because Ohio Regionôs 
NSP-C ski school has been pioneering teaching at 
the skill levels described in the new manual.  But 
the availability of this information in a single refer-
ence will be an invaluable tool to instructors and 
candidates.   The Senior Emergency Management 
program (formerly the Senior OEC program) is 
slated as the next addition to the Senior Manual.  
Ohio Regionôs second SEM Evaluatorôs Workshop, 
conducted at MRM on October 17 by Cheryl Raud-
abaugh and assisting OEC instructors, demonstrated 
how far the SEM program advanced in one year. The 
SEM program is reorienting the senior clinic away 
from demonstrating sophisticated OEC skills to 
the management of complex, often multi- casualty 
incidents.   It is an important part of the new NSP 
OEC (read 4th edition) program. 

NSP-C will continue their outstanding Ski, 
Snowboard and Toboggan enhancement 

seminars for all patrollers. Donôt miss taking one 
of these. Avalanche and MTR will also be ý elding 
some new approaches in their training sessions.  

Most local areas have improved runs, added 
features and improved snowmaking and 

grooming.  This will be a good year to visit other 
areas and get to know patrollers across the region. 
Thist will be good year to be an Ohio Region ski 
patroller.

5. Region Awards judges receive, score and then return nomi-
nations in a timely manner 
6. The Region Awards Committee for each award type makes 
ý nal Region decisions.
7. Region Awards are recorded and prepared
8. Successful Region Awards are then sent to the Division 
Awards program for consideration, and then to the National 
level if successful.

goal of the new Central Division Senior Manual is be the standard for 
maintaining the integrity and consistency of senior programs across all 
regions. The manual will be extremely valuable to all senior candidates 
and evaluators. The new Senior Manual is the result of a collaborative 
effort between both Division and Region staffs.    It will be available 
for download on the Region web site.    (www.ohionsp.org)
   Ohioôs Ski and Toboggan Senior program has been forward think-
ing and is well aligned with the new Division program.  Some very 
subtle and important changes have already been introduced to the Ohio 
Senior program.    For example, Division strongly encourages use of 
PSIA certiýed Level II & III evaluators for Senior Alpine Ski/Board 
examinations.  Most Ohio region Senior evaluators are already Level 
II or III.   In direct response to candidate requests for a more exam 
like setting, the emphasis has shifted away from a ñteaching clinicò 
to more emphasis on a performance/testing clinic (exam).  
   To participate in the senior alpine evaluation, a senior candidate must 
demonstrate to an NSP instructor competency in both alpine skiing or 
boarding and toboggan handling skills.  For skiing and boarding, the 
primary skill ability is adjusting to terrain change using a balanced 
dynamic stance with consistent speed and roundness of long, medium 
or short radius turns.  You will be expected to initiate your turns from 
the feet up while guiding both feet actively through the entire turn with 
minimal traversing.  You will be expected to demonstrate early edge 
engagement and to show an ability to effectively edge the ski/board 
with minimal skidding while using effective extension and þexion to 
maintain snow contact.  These are the movement objectives we all 
strive for in modern skiing and riding.
    So, where do you ýnd the skill training necessary for success?  
Look no further than your friendly Ohio Region NSP-C Ski School 
members where you are provided with resources for PSIA/AASI based 
ski/board training and education.  This season there will be many 
clinics available for instructors and Senior candidates to hone their 
skills.  PSIA/AASI and NSP-C staff members will conduct three ski 
trainer workshops (STW) clinics at Boyne Highlands, Boston Mills/
Brandywine, and Perfect North Slopes.   In each clinic our trainers 
and evaluators will sharpen their movement observation and analysis 
skills and improve their evaluation consistency based on a deeper 
understanding of strong movements for good skiing/riding.  Train-
ers, here is where you learn to show the Senior candidates that you 
can do it, see it, and teach it!  Each Trainer will have the opportunity 
to practice the teaching and skiing/boarding skills incorporated in 
PSIA/AASI teaching models to be used the Senior Clinic.
