The Patroller's Cross may be awarded to a patroller who is seriously injured in one of the following categories:

· During scheduled duty and/or training.

· While performing Patrol-related search and rescue activities under the direction of a recognized authority.

· When performing avalanche control work under the direction of area management.

· When performing lift evacuation under the direction of area management.

The definition of a serious injury is an injury requiring physician care over a long period of time, surgery, extended rehabilitation and/or lost work time.  It is further described as an injury that prevented the patroller from returning to their normal patrolling duties for a significant portion of the ski season. 

Section 1-3 – Fill out sections out accurately.  Enter the name as it should appear on the award certificate.  Do not use nicknames.  

Section 4 – Fill out ALL info fields in the “Send this award to” section with a Name, Mailing Address and the Date Needed.  At least 45 days prior to award presentation is required for processing.

•  Public Posting Date:  The date the National office makes the award publicly visible in the recipient’s National profile Awards section.  (Public Posting Date format = Mmm DD YYYY)  Example:  Sep 11 2021
APPROVAL CHAIN.  When signing/dating the nomination form, the sponsor certifies that he or she knows the nominee personally and can vouch for the soundness of the nomination.  (Date Signed format = Mmm DD YYYY)  Example:  Sep 11 2021
The NSP Patrol Director/Representative endorses the nominee and verifies the nominee’s classification, activity hours, awards, etc., of an NSP member, or the involvement in the sport of skiing of a non-member.  The review board chair affirms that three or more members of the board have verified the eligibility of the nominee in accordance with NSP criteria.  The Region Director certifies that the review board has reviewed the nomination.  The nomination is forwarded to the Division review board chair or to the Division Awards Advisor.  If the nominee is one of the officers required to sign the form, type the word Nominee in that “Printed Name” field and the form sent to the next officer on the list.
Section 5 - Sponsor’s Recommendation - All nominations must include a sponsor’s recommendation.  The recommendation should be brief but complete and cross reference supplemental data pertinent to the nomination.
